In 1938 more than 500 “Raiffeisenkas” still exist-
ed in Galychyna. Later, when the Soviet regime
also reached this part of Ukraine, they were then

closed.

In Ukraine RZB has had a representative office from
1994. In March 1998 RZB established its own
operative banking subsidiary — Raiffeisenbank
Ukraine (RBUA). RBUA obtained the full license required for working with

Corporate Banking

In line with the strategy of growth & strong embedment into Ukrainian mar-
ket Raiffeisenbank Ukraine's activity in 2001 showed diligent work on
development and elaboration of existing and new products to service our
corporate customers. As a result Corporate Banking & Trade Finance teams

made an exceptional breakthrough in their achieve-

ments in the year 2001.

RBUA is the first and the only bank with 100% for-

Besides, RBUA asserted itself as a reputable and

subdivision of the limit into concrete projects & borrowers - members of
such a Group. The new approach is aimed at attracting huge target cus-
tomers committed to the wide range of banking services and products pro-
vided mainly by RBUA.

After RBUA has increased its capital in 2001 & gained the 8th position in
terms of total capital among top 10 Ukrainian banks and the 1st position
among foreign owned banks, our legal lending limit reached USD 7 mlin.
As a result the amount of financing which could be provided to a borrower
increased and approval procedure became much less time consuming as

compared with other proposals on the financing market.
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After RBUA has increased its capital in
2001 & gained the 8th position in
terms of total capital among top 10
Ukrainian banks and the 1st position
among foreign owned banks, our
legal lending limit reached USD 7 min.
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The year 2001 showed an increase of corporate deposits attraction, which
resulted in UAH 259 min deposit volume by the year end, thus placing
Raiffeisenbank Ukraine at the 1st position in terms of corporate deposits
among foreign banks and the 8th position among top 10 Ukrainian banks.
Our target customers are not only borrowers, but also big cash-rich multi-
national depositors, which are actively addressing RBUA for this kind of
banking service.
